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Proposal:

Since the dramatic decline in the global economy, Governor Ritter and the Legislature cut spending and
streamlined government to close a fiscal shortfall of over $2.1 billion in FY 2009-10. The choices have
been difficult, but the decisions have been thoughtful and deliberate to protect public safety, minimize the
impact on education, and build on efforts to revitalize our economy. By making tough choices and through
strategic use of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act federal funds, the State balanced the FY 2009-
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
